On Dec. 15, the State of Michi-

gan will begin accepting applica-

tions to permit medical mari-

huana licenses for five sectors 

— growing, processing, safety, 

compliance facility (testing), 

transporting, and provisioning 

center (selling). 

The state will also allow local 

governments to permit any, or 

none, of these sectors in their 

own jurisdictions.  

Before taking action to allow, 

or not allow, these types of 

licenses, the City Commission 

wants to gather public input 

about this new industry in 

Michigan.
