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Vaccine Eligibility

« On March 8, the MDHHS opened the next phase of vaccination eligibility.

 Expanded eligibility for the COVID-19 vaccine to select frontline essential workers in
Phase 1B, ages 50 and older with underlying health conditions or disabilities, and
caregiver family members and guardians age 16 and older of children who have
special health care needs.

 The Health Department is implementing a new process to schedule vaccine
appointments for those 50 years and older as well as new waitlist for caregivers of
iIndividuals with special needs. Currently, eligible frontline workers will continue to be
scheduled through their employer based off the Phase 1B Form completed by the
